Year 7

Use recycled packaging to make a collage of a group of shoes.

· Think carefully about composition of your work (where you put things)

· Draw your group of shoes and concentrate carefully on structure (shape)

· Cut out the shapes of the shoes from old crisp packets, newspapers, e.g. (any recycled packaging). Stick this down (if you don’t have glue, mix flour and water together which will make glue!)

· If you want you can add mark making over the top of the collage to add detail using any pens. 

Year 8

Set up a still life of food. Make a pencil observational study from your still life.

· Think carefully about composition (where you are going to place the food)

· Structure carefully using a light line

· Check structure

· Use a full range of tone and directional line to add three-dimensions to your work.

Year 9

Find 4 artists who have painted from jam jars (with things in them or without). (if you do not have internet access, skip to task number 2) Answer the following questions;

1. What is the work like? (Describe this in so much detail that someone who couldn’t see it could imagine what it looks like). Use key words.

2. What is the composition like? (where has the artists placed things in the picture)
3. What colours has the artist used? 

4. How has the artist made the work look three-dimensional?

5. How do you think the artist has applied the paint (thick, thin, washes, layers of colour, thin paint brush, thick paint brush)?

6. Has the artist shown the reflection of the jar? How have they done this?

Task 1. If you have paint, make a copy of part of one of the artists work.

Task 2.  Make an observational study from something in your house which has reflection on it. If you have paint use paint, if not, use any media you have to do this.
