

AS and A2 Level French builds on language learnt at GCSE but the emphasis moves to the wider world with particular reference to France, the French culture and contemporary France. The course will also include key skills as highlighted in the Welsh Baccalaureate, for example, communication, numeracy and use of ICT.

A2 Level French is designed to encourage students to:

· Develop an interest in, and enthusiasm for, language learning;

· Develop an understanding of language learning in a variety of context and genres;

· Communicate confidently, clearly and effectively in the language for a range of purposes;

· Develop an understanding and awareness of the contemporary society, cultural background and heritage of countries or communities where the language is spoken;

· Consider the study of language in a broader context;

· Provide suitable foundation for further study of languages and employment and also take their place in a multilingual global society.

In Year 12, topics studied are:

· Leisure and Lifestyles – travel and tourism, sport, hobbies, entertainment, customs and traditions, healthy living and lifestyles.

· The Individual and Society – relationships and responsibilities, gender issues, youth culture, education and vocational training and future careers.

In Year 13, topics studied are:

· Environmental issues – technology, global warming, pollution, transport, energy, conservation, recycling and renewable energies.

· Social and political issues – role of the media, racism, immigration, terrorism, world of work (employment, globalisation)
· French cinema – 2 films studied in depth.
	There are 2 examinable components to the AS French exam:

FN1 – Oral exam (20%, 12 – 15 minutes discussion of topics and general conversation)

FN2 – Listening, Reading and Writing exam (30%, 2 hours 30 minutes)

For the A2 Level, there are also 2 examinations:

FN3 – Oral exam (20%, 15 – 20 minutes, exposé and general conversation)

FN4 – Listening, Reading and Writing exam including cinema topic (30%, 3 hours)


Contribution to the Welsh Baccalaureate

Pupils who study this subject will be expected to take part in discussions, make a presentation, read and synthesise information and write reports. All of which will contribute to the Communication Key Skills at Level 3. You will also take part in group work and exchange information and take on responsibility for planning work. This will contribute toward working with others.
