2. Write an essay on “Does the period of the 1930’s in Britain deserve to be called ‘The Decade of the lost opportunities?’”. Mention the legacy of WWI, the causes of the depression, which areas were worst affected, how did the government and the people respond to the depression?

1. Write an essay on the reign of Napoleon III. Mention his aims, personality and character, his successes/failures in foreign policy, why did he fall from power in 1870?

2. Write an essay on the unification of Italy. Mention 1815-1848, reasons for disunity, role of Mazzini, the growth of the Risorgimento, the revolutions of 1848-1849 and their reasons for failure, unifications under Cavour, Garibaldi and Victor Emmanuel, the final stages in unifications in 1866 and 1870.

3. Write an essay on the unification of Germany. Mention 1815-1848, reasons for disumity, role of Mettermich, 1848-1849 revolutions and their failure, the failure of the Frankfurt Parliament, the importance of the Zollverein the emergence of Prussia in the 1850’s and the role of Bismarch in the 1860’s.
