English Department
Key Stage 3,  4 and 5 Catch up sessions
All students were set work to avoid falling behind via the Tonypandy website.

All English staff will be responsible for making sure this work was completed. If students were unable to access the work at home then this will be set as an additional homework task.

In addition:

The English and Media department will be running a number of revision sessions and coursework surgeries for all students in Key Stage 3, 4 and post 16 to attend. 

GCSE coursework surgeries are available 3-4pm, with the Learning Coach, every day after school. In addition to this TR has already begun supporting students in Year 10 on Tuesdays and Wednesdays 3pm-4pm. These sessions will then continue to run each week into the exam period in May/June. All of Year 11 will be informed that ‘Of Mice and Men’ revision sessions will take place with Jenna Smith on a Thursday 3-4pm.

Parents/guardians of year 10 and 11 students will receive a letter informing them of these arrangements. Staff will continue to promote these sessions to the students and encourage attendance.

All students studying English will consistently have homework to complete.  As the exam season approaches all students will be set revision and homework tasks in relation to the specification and topic of delivery at this time.
