Planning
You need to choose an individual to base your investigation on. This needs to be someone that you know quite well and someone you see frequently.

You will need to justify i.e. give reasons why you have chosen this person e.g.you see him/ her a lot, you know each other very well,  you share interests, she has just had a baby, he/ she has health problems, they use the health and social care services a lot. Etc., etc.

Aims

Write down what has to be done. In sentences write down the information that is needed and how it is going to be collected.

Plan

Set a timescale for achieving the tasks and put this into an action plan using an individual design or the sheet you have been given.
Research and Investigation Procedures

Primary research  this is gaining information directly from the individual  e.g. carrying out an interview or doing a questionnaire.

Secondary research  is when information is found in books, articles, leaflets, the internet etc.

Find out:

· The health and Social care needs of your chosen individual.

· How they use the health and or social care services and the reason why they are used.

· The services in the area that are available to your client and exactly how they meet the care needs of your client.

You can carry this out by primary and secondary research.

Data collection – services- access and barriers

Find out:

· How the services are accessed

· Identify and explain the type of referral to the services 

· Identify any barriers that do or could prevent your client gaining access to the services. 

· How can these barriers be overcome?

Describe the roles, responsibilities and skills of two practitioners who are involved in the provision of care for your client.

· You will need to research two practitioners who are or have been involved in caring for your client.
· Describe the training and qualifications the practitioner has to have achieved.

· Describe the day-to-day work, if you can, carry out an interview with the practitioners. You should also try to include any information about your clients experience.

· Describe who else these practitioners work with to ensure your clients’ needs are met.

· Find information from the practitioner, local careers company, job centre, on line sites such as KUDOS or Keyclips.

Application of the principles of care in the day-to –day work of the chosen practitioners

· Describe how the two practitioners apply the principles of care in their day-to-day work
· Include examples of how they have applied the principles of care to your client.

· You must record all the resources you have used in the investigation and put them in a bibliography.

Evaluating

Evaluating means looking at the findings of your investigation and discuss them fairly. Look at the good and bad points, the needs that are met and not met, access and barriers.

Analyse the findings of the investigation

Write down in detail what has been found out about:

· The individual’s needs

· The services that are available to meet those needs.

· How does the chosen individual gain access to the services

· Does the chosen individual encounter any barriers to access

These are the findings from the primary and secondary research it means you have to assess how the relevant care services meet the care needs of the individual.

· Are the individual needs being met by the services

· How well have the needs of the chosen individual been met by the services they have used. Are there any gaps in the service provided?

Suggest improvements which could be made in the provision

· How could the services be improved to meet the care needs of the chosen individual?

· Suggest how the barriers can be overcome

· Are there other services and initiatives that could helpmeet the care needs of your chosen individual.
